for Students Entering Grade 6
Middle School

Dear Rising 6th Grader,

We are excited for you to be starting the 6th grade with us at Amani Public Charter School in
September! The following problems and websites are designed to allow you to practice your
math skills throughout the summer in an effort to keep your skills sharp so you will be ready to
start 6th grade math with a fresh math brain!

The questions correspond to the Math concepts you studied in 5th grade: Operations and
Algebraic Thinking, Number and Operations in Base Ten, Number and Operations-Fraction,
The Number System, Measurement and Data, and Geometry.

The questions also focus on the processes and proficiencies of becoming a successful
mathematician called The Standards for Mathematical Practice:

1. Make sense of problems and persevere in solving them.

2. Reason abstractly and quantitatively.

3. Construct viable arguments and critique the reasoning of others. 4.

Model with mathematics.

5. Use appropriate tools strategically.

6. Attend to precision.

7. Look for and make use of structure.

8. Look for and express regularity in repeated reasoning.

The problems are designed so you work on them gradually over the course of the summer,
rather than waiting until the end of August or doing them all at the beginning of July. For every
week in July and August there are 5 activity questions on the calendar. If done gradually, the
activities and tasks should be very manageable, so please plan accordingly. You may use
additional paper to work on problems if you need to do so. Please do your best and show all
your work; remember this work will be our first glimpse of who you are as a student! If
you need help with any of the math concepts a few good math websites are:
